LBNL/LLNL Workshop on “Xenon-based Detectors”

16 – 18 November, 2009

Workshop location: in Perseverance Hall, an annex of the LBNL Cafeteria.  You will see the location of the Cafeteria building (54 on the site map) by clicking on 

http://www.lbl.gov/visitor-info.html and selecting “laboratory map”.  Please print this out and have it handy when you arrive, especially if you are not familiar with the Lab. Find Perseverance Hall by wandering past the food area to a hallway on the left as you pass by the cash registers.
Site access: Each registered participant will be on a site access list at the guard gate. If you drive to the lab, you will be required to stop at the gate. All registered participants will receive a bus pass by email on Thursday 12 November, to be printed out by recipient.  If you choose to take the shuttle bus to the lab, this form must be shown to the LBNL shuttle bus driver upon boarding.  We encourage use of the shuttle bus if possible.

LBNL shuttle bus:  LBL operates a fleet of shuttle buses that circulate through downtown Berkeley every ten minutes.  For those staying at the Hotel Shattuck Plaza, a shuttle stop is conveniently located less than two blocks north, on Shattuck Avenue near at the corner of Addison and Shattuck (northbound), a few steps north of a Bank of America branch.  There is a sign with the LBNL logo at the stop. Don’t forget to bring your site access form!  Important:  be sure to take the “Blue route” shuttle, not the “Orange route”. From the Blue Route terminus, cross the road and walk uphill for about 3 minutes staying to the right. Pass the building 50 complex, cross over the road to skirt building 70, go up the stairs, and on in to the Cafeteria!

Parking:  Drivers will obtain a parking pass at the gate, and information on where to hunt; the search could take time for those arriving after 8:30am. LBNL seismic upgrade work has reduced parking availability. Don’t forget to bring your site access form!

Registration: starts at 8:30am on Monday 16 November.  Please bring $45 cash or a check for $45 made out to Cathy Thompson to cover all workshop expenses, including the reception on Monday evening.
