Spectrum Management and Wireless Program
· Under provision of Public Law, the Department of Energy must reimburse National Telecommunications and Information Administration (NTIA) for costs of spectrum management operations and related services. NTIA is the licensing authority for Federal radio frequency authorizations, and all Federal spectrum users are mandated to pay a pro-rated share. The amounts allocated to Federal Agencies for each Fiscal Year are based on each Agency’s total number of frequency assignments and are also dependent on the final amount of Congressionally-appropriated funds received by the Department of Commerce.

· The Department of Energy is projecting that the Department of Commerce (NTIA) will provide a “bill” for Spectrum Assignment Fees for FY 2015 for the amount of $900,000. Refer to the table below which indicates the projected allocation of this bill across the Department of Energy Program Offices and Staff Offices. Program Offices and Staff Offices are expected to include the funds shown in this table in their budget planning and execution.
