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RAPID Guide
Division: CRADA Proposal Preparation
To create and manage a CRADA Proposal, follow the most recent RAPID Manual – Division: Non Federal Work for Others except for guidance provided herein.  For questions regarding data entry into RAPID, please email RAPIDHelp@lbl.gov.  For questions regarding the CRADA, please contact your OSPIP Contracts Officer.
1.  Establishing a New CRADA Proposal:  Choose “Maintain CRADAs” from the Menu.  
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2. Determining the Proposal/Award Category:  All proposals are initially categorized as “Unfunded CRADA”.  That means that the sponsor is not providing funding.  If you choose Unfunded CRADA, the Project and the Budgets are programmed so you will not have to enter a proposal project or budget.


If this is a Funds-In CRADA, then the sponsor will be sending funds.  You must change the Proposal/Award Category to “Funded CRADA”.
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3. Establishing the Project:  The project is established dependent on the type of Proposal/Award Category.
a. Unfunded CRADA:  Do not enter a ProjectID.  When the project page is saved, the system will enter an unusable Project ID.

b. Funded CRADA:  Establish the Project ID as you would normally do in Non Federal WFO.
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4. Reports and CRADA Fairness of Opportunity:  In addition to the Abstract, add an additional row and choose Report Type:  “CRADA Fairness of Opportunity”.  Enter the Fairness of Opportunity information under “Comments” 
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5. Creating a Budget:  You only need to establish one budget per proposal.  The type of budget is determined by the type of Proposal/Award Category:

a. Unfunded CRADAs budgets will already be created with a Budget ID and a “0” budget if the Proposal/Award Category is correctly populated with Unfunded CRADA.  The Periods are also prepopulated.
b. Funded CRADA budgets are set up in the same manner are Non Federal WFO if the Proposal/Award Category is correctly populated with Funded CRADA.

6. Entering Review Factors:  On the Review Factors need to be completed for CRADAs.
