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The Sponsored Projects Proposal Form (SPPF) is required for all proposals, prior to the proposal’s submission to the Sponsor.  It contains important information for LBNL and DOE, including compliance issues such as Conflict of Interest and Human/Animal regulatory information.   Without this form, OSPIP does not have critical information needed to process proposals and prepare awards.  OSPIP requires the SPPF, as part of a complete proposal package, to be received at OSPIP ten (10) working days before the proposal is due to the Sponsor.  For more information regarding OSPIP Proposal policies, please see OSPIP Proposal Preparation/General Information.
The SPFF serves as the record of internal LBNL approvals, including the Division Director/Designee and PI. Most importantly, it documents the PI's and Division Director's commitment to the accuracy of the information, commitment to the scientific conduct and management of the project and the safety and protection of the researchers.  For NIH proposals (including sub-awards from non-federal sponsors), the SPPF captures the NIH required approval by the PI of the proposal.

Incomplete SPPF proposal packages received by OSPIP may require re-work and delay proposal submission and award execution. 

Division internal processes must ensure compliance with OSPIP policy on submitting proposal packages including completed SPPFs, ten (10) working days prior to the submission of the proposal to the sponsor.
