Organizational conflict of interest Disclosure ‑ Advisory and Assistance Services (Jun 1997)
(a)
Organizational conflict of interest means that because of other activities or relationships with other persons, a person or organization is unable or potentially unable to render impartial assistance or advice to the Government (i.e., University/LBNL), or the person's or organization's objectivity in performing the contract work is or might be otherwise impaired, or the person or organization has an unfair competitive advantage.

(b)
An Offeror notified that it is the apparent successful Offeror shall provide the statement described in paragraph (c) of this provision.  For purposes of this provision, "apparent successful Offeror" means the offeror or offerors selected for final negotiations or, where individual contracts are negotiated with all firms in the competitive range, it means all such firms.
