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COLLABORATIVE STUDIES:
Use of animal tissues that are provided by another LBNL or non-LBNL investigator under an approved animal use protocol.

It is essential that all animal research conducted at, or funded by, LBNL be carried out under an approved Animal Use Protocol to fulfill LBNL’s Assurance of Compliance with Public Health Service Policy on the Humane Care and Use of Laboratory Animals. When Principal Investigators use animal tissues that are provided by an LBNL or non-LBNL investigator under their approved animal use protocol, the Principal Investigator in receipt of the tissues must provide documentation showing that:


1.
the animal tissues will be used appropriately, and


2.
the tissues were obtained under an animal use protocol approved by an Animal Care and Use Committee with an NIH (OPRR) assurance number.

The attached form should be completed, signed, and submitted to AWRC for collaborative approval. A copy of the approval document and approved protocol from the collaborating institution should be attached if the protocol is at an institution other than LBNL. Please be sure to include complete information concerning the grant supporting the studies, if applicable, so AWRC can certify the animal use project to the funding agency.

Collaborative Studies: Use of animal tissues provided by another LBNL investigator, or by a non-LBNL investigator

An LBNL investigator must obtain an AWRC approval for a collaborative study before using animal tissues provided by another LBNL or a non-LBNL investigator. The PI has the responsibility of providing documentation showing that the animal tissues to be used were obtained under an appropriately approved animal use protocol.


An AWRC form is available which should be completed, signed by both the PI and Responsible Administrator, and submitted to AWRC. The form indicates the animal tissues to be used, the purpose of their use, and the source of the tissues.


When collaborating with other LBNL Investigators, PI must also provide name of collaborating investigator, the AWRC number and title of the protocol involved, and AWRC approval number (information is available from AWRC office).


When collaborating with Non-LBNL Investigator, PI must also provide name and institution of collaborating investigator, a copy of the approval document from the collaborating investigator's Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (including the NIH assurance number for that Committee) and, if possible, a copy of the approved animal use protocol.
