Injury/Illiness Cases — May 2013

Slip Trip Fall

Ankle Strain

The IT Division employee rolled an ankle stepping onto edge of curb while
getting off a Lab shuttle bus.

Ankle Strain

The Research Associate misstepped at the bottom of the Walkway 007 stair
case in the D parking lot.

Foot Strain

The Physicist Staff Scientist/Engineer’s foot rolled sideways while descending
stairs by the Building 54 (cafeteria) shuttle bus stop.

Lower Back and Wrist Strain

While stepping over a roadside guardrail the Plant /Facilities Engineering
Associate’s foot caught on the top of the barrier causing the employee to fall
to the pavement.

Laceration / Cuts / Abrasions

Minor Cut on Thumb

The Air Conditioning / Refrigeration Mechanic sustained a minor cut on the
thumb while trimming a small piece of insulation jacketing from a pipe.
Heavy leather gloves were not used due to the fine dexterity required for the
task.

Abrasion on Forehead and Nose

While walking through the J parking lot the Human Resources Manager’s face
struck a ladder extending from the back of a parked truck. In addition to the
bodily injury, the employee’s glasses were damaged.

Trauma

Lower Back Strain

The Custodian was stepping backwards while cleaning the floor between the
upstairs lunch room (B69 0250B) entrance and the stairway landing which is
one step down from the lunchroom floor level. The employee’s foot slipped
on the edge of the step causing the employee to fall backwards onto the
landing and then part way down the stairs beyond the landing.

Minor Contusion of Fingers

The Senior Subcontracts Administrator was reaching to pull a partially open
lateral file cabinet drawer open at the same time that a coworker was
nudging the drawer closed. Three of the employees fingers were pinched
between the top edge of the drawer front and the file cabinet frame.
