Construction Safety JHA Template Instructions
General Guidelines:
- These templates are just that, “TEMPLATES”… If the information in the templates do

         not pertain to your scope of work, then remove it. (Please do not submit the

         templates you see without your information for the project).

- Each work task must have its own JHA.

- For each task-specific JHA, you must provide a detailed “Scope of Work”.

- From the Scope of Work are tasks associated to complete the scope.

- From the scope of work, you will then identify task hazards. 

- For each task hazard, you must describe the safety controls to be implemented for

       ensuring the workers can perform and complete the work safely.
Specific Guidelines:

1. Always start with the “Mobilization & Overall Scope of Work” JHA page.
a. In this Main Page of the JHA, provide a thorough description of the work to be completed for your project. This detailed scope of work will identify any additional JHA’s to be completed. And any subcontractor working on this project shall be identified here.
b. Only complete the header information and the “Scope of Work” section.
2. Complete as many additional “Tasks specific JHA pages” as needed to cover “ALL” work tasks being performed with identifiable hazards.
a. Complete the header information and the “Scope of Work” section.
b. Complete the “Tasks to be Performed” section. This section should list all task with identifiable hazards and the means & methods to be performed to complete the task.
c. Complete the “Potential Safety Risk” and “Safety Control” sections to reflect the risks and controls appropriate to the work task to be performed to protect the worker while performing this work.
d. Edit the information provided on the templates to meet your site specific conditions, means and methods.

3. Submit the JHA documents along with the SSSP package to your P/M, C/M or LBNL contact for review of “Completeness” and “Approval”.
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
