General PPE requirements for construction to include: Hard hat, safety glasses, high visibility shirt or vest and sturdy work boots.  Additional PPE may be required based on specific work tasks and / or SDSs.
All contractors’ employees shall read, understand and sign all JHA and PTHA documents associated with their work.

Contractor shall perform a “Plan of the Day” job safety meeting to review daily “Pre-Task Hazard Analysis" (PTHAs) to identify hazards and develop controls for site-specific conditions.
ALL HAZARDS AND CONTROLS, REGARDLESS IF ADDRESSED UNDER ORIGINAL AUTHORIZED AND APPROVED SSSP FOR THE PROJECT, MUST BE ADDRESSED IN THIS JHA AND SUBMITTED FOR REVIEW PRIOR TO COMMENCING WARRANTY WORK.
