Subject: Berkeley Lab’s Policy on Small Business
The Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory is committed to placing subcontracts with small businesses and providing the small business community maximum opportunity to participate in Laboratory subcontracts.

Why is this important to the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory?

1.  The Small Business Act, as amended by public law, mandates that government prime contractors utilize small business concerns, including those that are small disadvantage business, women-owned small business, HUBzone, veteran-owned, and service disabled business; as well as historically black colleges/universities, and minority institutions.
2.  It is incorporated into our prime contract.
3.  Utilization of small businesses is a very good business practice.

I encourage you to continue to work with our Procurement and Small Business & Supplier Management Office (SB&SMO) to build on successes in the small business area by:

· Recognizing that this is an important business goal for all of us;

· Work with Procurement staff early in your planning to identify small business opportunities;
· Support specific initiatives towards achievement of these goals;

· Continue to provide subcontracting opportunities to small businesses;
